Dear Parent/Carer 
 
 
I write to inform you of the cancellation of the Review Day which was due to take place 
tomorrow, Friday, January 8th.  Instead, the school timetable will run as normal. 

 
This decision has been taken for a number of reasons, but the most important factor is 
the amount of lesson time lost this week due to the closure of the school. 
 
I appreciate that many parents will have made special arrangements in order to attend 
review meetings tomorrow.  I apologise for the inconvenience which will undoubtedly 
have been caused by the cancellation. 
 
As a result of the adverse weather conditions, expected deliveries have not been made 
to the school’s kitchen, and a reduced catering service will be in place both tomorrow 
and on Monday, January 11th.  The ‘pasta king’ service will not be operating, so students 
who rely on this service will have to either bring a packed lunch from home, or purchase 
a meal from the dining hall or sandwich room.  The school will provide a meal for those 
students who are in receipt of free school meals as normal. 
 
As I am sure you are aware, the weather forecast for the coming week is not good.  Our 
intention is to continue to make every effort to keep the school open while ensuring that 
the health and safety of school members is not compromised. 
 
We will continue to use the school website and Trax FM to keep you informed of any 
changes to normal arrangements.
